New Birds from Old Favorites

Materials for 2 Bird Ornaments

Old quilt or favorite piece of fabric measuring about 6 inches by 6 inches
Black felt measuring 2 inches by 2 inches

Felt measuring about 7 inches by 7 inches

Colorful thread for your sewing machine

Silver metallic marker

Directions
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Print out the bird pattern and cut out the shape.

Pin or hold the bird shape onto your old quilt or favorite fabric and cut out the shape.

Cut out a circle of black felt measuring about ¥ inch in diameter to make the eye.

Use large cross stitches to stitch the bird's eye into place using black thread.

Place the bird shape on a piece of felt roughly cut larger than the bird.

Using a blanket stitch on your sewing machine, stitch around the outside of the bird
shape attaching it to the felt fabric.

Choose your favorite decorative stitch on your machine and stitch a colorful arc of
thread to make the wing of the bird.

Trim away the felt around the bird shape.

Add a small dot of silver on the bird’s eye to add a highlight using a silver marker.

Add a long loop of thread for hanging your beautiful bird.
